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The Sexual Assault Prevention and Response Program reinforces the Air Force's committment to eliminate incidents of sexual assault through awareness and prevention training, education, victim advocacy, response, reporting and accountability. The Air Force promotes sensitive care and confidential reporting for victims of sexual assault and accountability for those who commit these crimes.

Sexual assault is criminal conduct. It falls well short of the standards America expects of its men and women in uniform. Specifically, it violates Air Force Core Values. Inherent in our core values of Integrity First, Service before Self, and Excellence in All We Do is respect: self-respect, mutual respect and respect for our Air Force as an institution.

Our core values and respect are the foundation of our wingman culture - a culture in which we look out for each other and take care of each other. Incidents of sexual assault corrode the very fabric of our wingman culture; therefore, we must strive for an environment where this type of behavior is not tolerated and where all Airmen are respected.
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			The Vance Air Base SARC office provides 24-hours a day, 7-days a week sexual assault response for all victims on the installation, including assigned geographically separated units. Anyone who feels they have been a victim of sexual assault may contact the SARC Emergency Hotline at 580 541-7095 or 213-SARC (7272).

The Sexual Assault Prevention and Response (SAPR) Office is located in Bldg 312, between the base gym and the base pool. It employs the wing SARC and a full-time Victim Advocate both of whom can provide you with support and information regarding your reporting options. For non-emergency issues, call the SARC office at 213-5598 or 5597.
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			Sexual Assault is criminal conduct that falls well short of the standards America expects of its men and women in uniform and is a violation of our Air Force Core Values. It is defined as intentional sexual conduct, characterized by use of force, physical threat or abuse of authority or when the victim does not or cannot consent. Sexual assault includes rape, nonconsensual sodomy (oral or anal sex), indecent assault (unwanted, inappropriate sexual contact or fondling), or attempts to commit these acts. Sexual assault can occur without regard to gender or spousal relationship or age of victim.

Consent shall not be deemed or construed to mean, the failure by the victim to offer physical resistance. Consent is not given when a person uses force, threat of force, coercion of when the victim is asleep, incapacitated or unconscious.
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			The Air Force has instituted new avenues for reporting sexual assault in the form of Restricted and Unrestricted Reporting. Restricted Reporting allows a victim (survivor) to report a sexual assault without triggering an investigation. It is intended to give the victim time and control over the release of their information. Further, it also empowers the survivor to make an informed decision about participating in the criminal process.

Restricted Reporting: Only the SARC, Victim Advocate and Health Care Professionals will be involved.

Restricted Reporting is available to active duty military, (and dependents over 18 yrs.) Coast Guard, Reservist performing federal training and members of the National Guard under Title 10 status. You may change your mind and file an unrestricted report, up to five years after the initial Form 2910 is signed.

Unrestricted Reporting: SARC, Victim Advocate, Commander, OSI, and Security Forces will be involved.

Unrestricted Reporting is available to active duty military, dependents (over 18 yrs.), DoD Civilians, and DoD Contractors. This reporting option is made through normal reporting channels (for example: reports to chain of command, security forces, and/or Air Force Office of Investigation).
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
