The pharmacy is closed on all weekends, federal holidays, training days and family days. 

New prescriptions and refills must be picked up within 10 days or they will be returned to stock.

Patients must present a valid military ID at the time of pick-up. Patient representatives must have the patient’s ID or a black and white copy of the patients ID to pick up prescriptions. This includes spouses picking up prescriptions for each other. This policy is in accordance with patient privacy laws.

New Prescriptions 

If possible, it is recommended that patients drop off your prescriptions and pick them up at a later time. 

We DO NOT accept faxed prescriptions.


Refills

Refills must be called in. The patient should call the prescription refill line up to 10 days in advance to request refills. The refill is typically ready in two duty days after 10 a.m.  


Transfers 


Transfer requests can be made in person at the main pharmacy. Bring prescription bottles at the time of the request. Transfers will be ready in three duty days.

- Military to military pharmacies 
        

     * Patient brings bottle with the label on it to the main pharmacy 


- Transferred prescriptions will be ready in three duty days 

The following requirements apply to all transfers: 


* Prescription must have refills remaining 
* Prescription must be less than one year old 
* Prescriptions for controlled substances cannot be transferred except in certain circumstances. Please contact pharmacy staff for details.
